* This is a non-competitive skill builder program. The program is for learning and fun therefore we will not keep score
or standings. All games will be played at the Kalispell Youth Athletic Complex located off 4 Mile Drive. This complex
is across the highway from Fathead Valley Community College. Practices and games are referred to as game
days.

* Game days have two parts:

(1) Instructional time. This instructional time will begin your game day. During the instructional fime you will
participate in drills and activities that will help learn and improve soccer skills, knowledge of the rules, physical
fitness, and team work. Af the end of the instructional time you will have a 5 minute break for drinks and getting
ready for the scrimmage.

(2) A scimmage. During the scrimmage period skills will be tested against another tfeam. Coaches will be on the
field during this scimmage to facilitate learning and fo act as referees.

* Four (4) players per team will be on the field during the scimmage for 5yrs and Kindergarten. No goalie.
Five (5) players per feam will be on the field during the scimmage for 1sf and 274 grade. No goadlie.
Six (6) players per team will be on the field during the scrimmage for 319 and 4" grade. Includes a godlie.

* No cleats - Please wear a good pair of gym shoes. Since this is a non-competitive program no cleats are requested
so all players have equal footing and to keep cost down for all parents.

* Shin guards are mandatory!!
* Spring weather during game days fends to be rather cool, windy, and rainy. Please dress warmly for the spring
weather.
